Ågive the reader some background to your 

story
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You may start your introduction with:

1. a sound effect

2. a spoken sentence

3. description of weather

A good ending will:

Åprovide a proper ófull stopô to the story and 

make it complete

Åleave the reader feeling satisfied 

A good ending is 

just as important as the introduction.
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You may end with:

1. a resolution

2. a lesson learnt / moral

3. description of feelings
